For the next three weeks, our theme in Reading, Language Arts and Social Studies will be our Community.  This week we will write a class description of the parks in our community.  We will use lots of adjectives to describe the park and make a map of the park.  We are also making an ABC book about places in Hudson.  


In writing, we are learning about how to write a sentence with details.  We are beginning to learn parts of speech, including nouns, verbs and adjectives.  We are learning how to add details to make a sentence more interesting.


In math we will continue to compare sets of numbers to learn about adding and subtracting and how they are related actions.  You can help by using the term “whole” when talking about the whole number and “part” when talking about the parts you can take out.  For example, if I have 9 cookies and I give some away and now I have 4 left, the whole number is 9 and the part I know is 4 so what is the missing part? This week we will also make subtraction sentences, for example 9 - _ = 4.  Or 9 – 4 = _.
